Beginners and Beyond: Supply List

Note: the supplies you buy for this class will be a good starting point for materials needed to continue painting. The class is open to both acrylics and oils.  Unless you already have materials for both it will be more cost-effective to choose one or the other (I frequently begin paintings in acrylic and finish with oils, so you could try this method also.  Just be aware that you cannot paint acrylics over oils).

PAINT: 1 large tube Titanium White,  and smaller tubes of the following: 
Essential: ultramarine blue, cadmium or hansa yellow, cadmium red, yellow ochre, burnt sienna.  
Optional: cobalt violet, permanent green, alizarin crimson, raw or burnt umber

(note: Cadmiums can be substituted for their less expensive “hue” versions. If buying an intro set, ok to substitute “Primary” Red, Yellow and Blue.  Any other preferred colors can be added to this set)
Mediums for Acrylics: Acrylic Polymer Medium (matte, gloss, or gel medium, or small bottle of each).  Golden or Liquitex are good brands; Utrecht has a less expensive version, and has a local store (below). It will also be handy to have a Retarder Medium for blending colors if you find that the paint dries too fast.

Mediums for Oils: Walnut Oil (to mix with paint), Odorless Turpentine (to liquefy paint and clean brushes.  Japan Drier (or Cobalt Drier) can optionally be used to speed drying of paint.                                                                              
Brushes: soft Taklon or Nylon can be used with either Acrylics or Oils. Hog bristle brushes thicker paint applications with oil paint only):Minimally, you will need 1 large flat (2”-3”), a few small to medium flats (½”, ¾”, 1”, for example); one small round and one medium round (ex: #2-4 and #6-8); You might also try out a “bright”, which is a short-hair version of a flat, or an angled edge flat or bright. A package set might save costs, or try out the $2-3 selection at “I’ve Been Framed” (listed below)

Palette: 14”x14” Glass* (tempered & double-strength, unless backed by a stiff panel).
Alternatively, you can use wax paper palettes, or disposable plastic plates. If you’d like to be able to save unused paints, you can invest in a “wet palette” with a lid.  
SUPPORT / GROUND : 
For acrylics you can use thick watercolor paper, stretched or un-stretched canvas, or wood panels.  For oils, all of the above, except the surfaces must be primed first with a layer of acrylic paint (canvas usually comes pre-primed).  Suggested sizes are between 14x18 to 18x24 (bring one to first class, then we’ll discuss choices)


OTHER MATERIALS 
• 1-3 palette knives (plastic, or metal with wood handle if you can afford it)
• razor scraper or razor blade (to clean glass palette)
• water spritzer (for acrylics), masking tape if painting on paper or illustration board
• cloth rags or paper towels 
• collage materials (to be discussed later)
• a tote bag or box to hold everything!
